The Rev. Roger Joslin is a native Texan, receiving both a BA and an MA from the University of Texas at Austin. He did additional graduate work in International Relations, with a concentration in peace research, at the University of Sussex in Brighton, England. After working for over 20 years in the architectural woodwork business, Roger graduated from the Episcopal Theological Seminary of the Southwest in 2005.  He has two grown children - Nathan who resides in Austin, and Lillian, who along with her husband Elliot and two grandchildren, Abraham and Colette, now live in Greenport. 
Roger arrived in Bentonville, Arkansas in 2006 to form an Episcopal congregation in the hometown of Wal-Mart, the world's largest company. All Saints, founded on the principle that all are welcome, grew to be the fifth-largest and most diverse congregation in the Diocese of Arkansas, with an average Sunday attendance of over 230. While in Arkansas, Rev. Joslin played a leadership role in the creation of a tri-faith alliance in Bentonville, aimed at building a sacred space where local Jewish, Christian, and Muslim congregations could worship under the same roof. 

He is the author of two books: Running the Spiritual Path: A Runner's Guide to Breathing, Meditating, and Exploring the Prayerful Dimension of the Sport and School of Love: Planting a Church in the Shadow of Empire.  School of Love is an engaging depiction of what it’s like to create a theologically progressive religious community in the midst of religious fundamentalism and a pervasive corporate mentality.   
Roger arrived on the North Fork of Long Island in 2017 charged with the mission of revitalizing two historic, but long dormant, Episcopal churches.  Sensing that isolation and a lack of engagement with the larger community was at the core of the two churches failure to thrive, Rev. Joslin set about creating programs that enabled the churches, Holy Trinity Greenport and Church of the Redeemer, Mattituck, to look beyond their four walls and begin to serve the community at large.  The Common Ground garden project, with 34 raised beds, has involved parishioners from both parishes and many other families and organizations on the North Fork in the task of “growing vegetables and giving them away”.  The North Fork Evensong Project, a Saturday evening mass with Blues, Jazz, Celtic sounds, Maritime sounds, and Mariachi bands, coupled with a community wide potluck dinner has drawn the community together in a remarkable way. 
North Fork Ministry’s latest initiative, Sunday Supper, was created in response to the growing economic hardship for many in the community during the season of Corona. Each Sunday evening over 300 healthy and delicious meals are prepared and distributed.
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
